Cyclist Training





On Tuesday 8th and Wednesday 9th September 2015 Year 6 will be taking part in Bikeability Level 2 cycle training in school time FREE of charge with Cyclist Training Ltd.  





This is a national scheme funded by the Department for Transport and provided through Cheshire East Council.  During Level 2 on-road training (3 hours on both day 1 and 2) children gain a comprehensive knowledge of positioning, signalling, negotiating a variety of junctions and general road safety awareness.  The training will commence on quieter roads and then progress to more realistic sites which may result in an additional 15 minutes to their school day (subject to bus collection etc).  Bikeability is designed to help our children stay safe whilst riding their bike.

To take part your child requires; 


The use of a maintained bike (and helmet).


A signed parental consent form returned before the 8th July 2015.


Suitable outdoor clothing appropriate to weather conditions.
