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· Units have been mapped to year groups from KiVa programme and themes which have been tailored to the needs of our children. They are broken down into half termly units, though the order of these is a suggested order only and can be changed. There are more weeks than units in each half term, allowing for each unit to be covered in more depth.
· PSHCE should be tailored to the needs of the class, and prior or later units may need to be repeated or brought forward as and when necessary. Details of any units needing further consolidation, or covered early will be passed on at handover to next year’s teacher. 
· Every KS2 class will have a PSHCE folder in which record of work from KiVa sessions and PSHCE lessons shall be kept. For each session, a plastic wallet will be added to the folder containing activities completed by children from the session. Every child shall have a ‘KiVa rules’ sheet where each one of the KiVa rules will be displayed once covered. These sheets may be kept in class folder or individual trays for children to take responsibility for. 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Year 2 classes will also have a folder and will follow the same structure as year 2. Some KiVa sessions have been taken from the year 3 folder which year 2 teachers should refer to. 
· Reception and year 1 will continue to record units of work in a class assembly book.
